What do school governors do?

Governors tend to meet at least termly throughout the year. These meetings are usually conducted in person.

In order to perform this role well, a governor is expected to:

Get to know the school, including visiting the school occasionally during school hours, and gain a good understanding of the
school’s strengths and weaknesses;

Challenge and ask questions of senior leaders to ensure progress towards school goals;
Monitor the school’s development in achieving set priorities;

Support senior leaders to ensure the school runs as effectively as possible;

Attend induction and regular relevant training and development events;

To gain a good understanding of relevant school documentation;

Attend meetings (twice per term for approximately 1 - 2 hours);

Use their expertise from their own professional lives to support and challenge senior leaders;

Act in the best interest of the pupils and staff of the school;

If you think you may be eligible for Free School Meals the criteria and link
you will need to follow are below.

Free school meals eligibility criteria if you receive benefits

A child is eligible for free school meals if their parent/carer (or the child
themselves) receives any of the following benefits:

Universal Credit (provided you have an annual net earned income of no
more than £7,400, as assessed by earnings from up to three of your most
recent assessment periods).

Income Support (IS)

Job Seekers' Allowance (Income-Based) and equal based Job Seekers Allow-
ance

Income Related Employment and Support Allowance (ESA-IR) and equal
based Employment and Support Allowance

Child Tax Credit (CTC) with an annual income of less than £16,190

Working Tax Credit run-on - paid for 4 weeks after you stop qualifying for
Working Tax Credit

Guarantee Element of Pension Credit (GPC)
Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 (IAA) Supports
