	Can you say the alphabet?
Can you write a capital …?

Can you write the letter….?
	Read the book superhero abc. Discuss what do the children notice about the book e.g. the book goes in alphabetical order and each page is labelled with each letter.  Highlight labels. Ask children to recite the alphabet. Using the alphabet cards children to come and pick a card on whiteboards children to write the capital letter and lower case. Can they think of a word beginning with that letter? 
activities 

(HA) – children in pairs to sort out a set of alphabet cards then in their literacy books picks 8 letters and write in their books as a capital and  a lower case  letter then add a corresponding word e.g. Aa – apple. Children to use dictionaries 
(MA) – as above – children to only pick 6 letters 
 (LA) – in a group children to sort a set of alphabet cards into order. 

Extension - Using superhero letter board’s children to trace over lower case letters using whiteboard pens. 

	 (LA) – children to practise reciting the alphabet whilst sorting cards into order. Using whiteboards name a letter and children to respond by writing lower and capital letter. In books children to pick 4 letters and write lower and upper case and as a group think of a word beginning with that letter.

Can you think of a word which begins with the same letter as your name?
	Read the first few pages of ‘Superhero ABC’. Do they notice anything unusual about the text? Alliteration – explain.

See if they can come up with a superhero starting with the first letter of their name – partner talk. Share my superhero ‘Fire friend’!
activities 

(HA) – children to design their own superhero and think of a name for it using alliteration e.g. Jumping John or Lightening Lucy. Children to write 3 sentences to describe their superhero e.g. Lightening Lucy is strong, brave 

 (MA) – As above but only write 2 sentences using a word bank 
(LA) - as above. Children to think of 2 words to describe their superhero using a word bank

	 (LA) – children to find the initial letter of their name of an alphabet strip. Using a word bank of ideas children to pick a word and copy onto their picture of their superhero. E.g. captain Cameron. Children to over/underwrite where necessary. Scribe one word to describe the superhero.

	Continue looking at ‘Superhero ABC’. Discuss the different things the superheroes do. Notice how they are things that start with the same letter initial. Remind the children this is called alliteration Partner talk to think of things ‘Fire friend could do. Share some ideas. E.g. fire friend can fly fast. On whiteboards children to have a go at writing a superpower for their superhero. 
activities 
 (HA) – children to write in their books a superpower for their superhero using alliteration. T supports the children to help them think of 3 words they could use. 
  (MA) – as above but children to only use 2 words 
(LA) – children to think of 2 words but use a word bank to support them
Add things that their superhero does, is like or wears


	  (LA) 

With support children to think of a word beginning with their initial letter for a super power for their superhero – e.g. captain Cameron can catch crocodiles. Adult to scribe and children to over/underwrite where necessary.

	Explain to the children that we are going to make our own superhero abc book. Show children my page for fire friend and explain that they are going to make one for their superhero. Demo how to write the letter of the alphabet in lower and upper case and then add the caption of the superheroes name and superpower.

	Introduce the book we will be looking at this week. Discuss feature e.g. author, illustrator, title, blurb etc. Read up to where the Planet pea will explode and their will be peas with everything. Discuss with the children what other things they might have to have peas with if the planet explodes. Write a list on the whiteboard. Encourage children to help spell words by sounding them out recap on spelling with/and Explain task. 

Activities

 (HA) – children to write 4 labels for things they would have peas with e.g. peas with lemonade, peas with jelly etc. 

 (MA) – children to write 3 labels for things they could have peas with using a word bank of picture suggestions. 

 (LA) - children to write 2 things they could have peas with using a word bank of picture suggestions. (TA)

Once the children have finished choose some to write up neatly with an illustration for the class display.

Children to discuss other things that they could have peas with. Using whiteboards children to write their label using the correct letter formation. Children to sound words out with support. Children to over/underwrite their label into their books.

Describe what the superhero is wearing
	Show the children my superhero that I made during our ICT lesson last week. Ask if the children if they have any ideas of describing words we can use to describe my superhero. Introduce the term ‘wow words’ e.g. evil eyes, sharp sword, orange mask etc. write these around my image. Ask for suggestions for a name for my superhero. Choose one and add as the title.. 

Activities

 (HA) – children to write 6 wow words around their superhero and add a name as the title. 

Giraffes (MA) - children to write 6 wow words around their superhero and add a name as the title. 

Elephants (LA) – children to cut and stick cvc words together. (TA)


	Zebras (LA) – as a group think of several wow words which we can use to describe our superheroes – sound out together and scribe onto a whiteboard. Children to choose 4 and write around their superhero.

	Can you think of a word to describe how super daisy moves?

Can you describe….?
	Read ‘Super Daisy and the peril of planet pea’ up to the page with her slogans on. ‘SD is faster than an astro rocket’ etc. Read the slogans and discuss which part of her ‘super body’ is being used in each. Partner talks a slogan for their superhero. Share some – link to ‘super bodies’.

Activities

 (HA) – children to write 4 slogans to describe super daisy e.g. super daisy is faster/stronger/smarter/fiercer. 

 (MA) - children to write 4 slogans to describe super daisy e.g. super daisy is faster/stronger/smarter/fiercer children to use a word bank. 

 (LA) – children to write 2 slogans to describe super daisy e.g. super daisy is faster/stronger. 

Write a slogan for their superhero (teacher)

MA- group share their slogans – identify which part of ‘super body’ is being used.

	 (LA) - as a group write a slogan for what super daisy is faster than. Discuss ideas and then choose one. Scribe onto whiteboard encouraging the children to give the initial sounds of words. Children to copy or over/underwrite the slogan into their books. (TA)

	What is SD doing?

Why are the words written like that?

	Recap what has happened in ‘Super Daisy’ so far. Read on to the battle scene! Cover the pictures and just read the words ‘pow’ etc. What is SD doing? How do you know? Why has the author written the words like that? (Look at similar style in comics)? Which parts of her body do you think she is using? Show me how she is moving as I say a word.

Write some ‘battle’ words on splats to add to superhero

Activities

 (HA) – children to write 5 comic book words onto battle word splats. 

 (MA) – children to write 4 comic book words onto battle word splats – using a word bank. 

(LA) – children to write 3 comic book words onto battle word splats – using a word bank.  (TA)


	(LA) – children to think of as many words as they can and together make a list on the board, sounding out where necessary e.g. whizz, bang, pow etc. children to choose 2 and over/under write onto their battle word splats.

	Say some of the battle words, children move in response. Return to ‘Super Daisy’, remove cover from pictures and see how she is using her body. Read to penultimate page ‘thanks to SD...’ Partner talk to predict ending.

 (MA)-Draw/write how they think story will end

 (LA)-Draw/write how they think story will end

 (LA)-  Draw/write how they think story will end

Read end of story – whose predictions were correct? How are children feeling? Why did Daisy groan? Why were there still peas?


	 (HA) – Draw/write how they think story will end. Discuss as a group what they think is going to happen. Using a suggestion scribe onto the board and discuss how we could add more detail. Children to then write their own ending adding more detail/making it interesting.

What actions can we use?
	Read a selection of superhero poems prior to lesson

Read ‘If I was a superhero...’ and explain they are going to write their own version of this poem and add actions. Try to rhyme if they can. Ask the children to identify the rhyming words in the poem. 

Highlight on the whiteboard. 

Activities 

 (MA) - –using a selection of words from the poem and add additional words children to cut and stick the pairs into their literacy book. 

(LA) – children to match basic rhyming words together e.g. cat and hat. Words will also have picture cues. 

 (LA) – to play rhyming matching pairs. 


	(HA) –using a selection of words from the poem and add additional words children to cut and stick the pairs into their literacy books. Adult to help sound out tricky words Extension – can they write a sentence using 2 of these words. E.g. the dog sat on a log.

	Re – read the poem. Discuss how the first 2 verses are about super hero powers. Partner talk what might their super power be e.g. if I was a superhero I would fly high in the sky. I would jump over humps, etc.  

Take some ideas and scribe onto the whiteboard, encouraging the children to help spell words.

Activities 

(HA) – children to write down a super power using rhyme e.g. if I was a superhero I would fly high in the sky. 

(MA) - children to write a sentence for their super power using rhyme. Children to use a word bank of suggestions. 

(LA) – as group children to discuss the superpower they are going to have. Identify words that can rhyme with it and put it into a sentence. Adult to scribe onto whiteboard and all children to copy sentence into their books.

Children to read out some of their sentences. Discuss which ones we like best and choose 2 to add to our class poem.

	 (LA) as a group discuss why Max can’t fly. Encourage them to think of imaginative ideas. Pick the reason we like best and discuss a sentence we could write for our reason. E.g. max cannot fly because he ….. Model how to write the sentence and draw a picture to match. Encourage the children to help write the sentence sounding out words they know and sounds they can hear. Children to copy into their books.

	Share some of the reasons why they think Max can’t fly. 

What could Max do to help himself fly? Partner talk and share some ideas. What about if there was a ‘superhero power potion’ to make him fly – what would be in it and why? Discuss ideas of what we could put into a potion to make us fly e.g. feathers toy aeroplane etc. list onto the whiteboard with children’s support to spell words out. 

Activities 

 (HA) – List ingredients for the ‘superhero power potion’ extension. Write a reason for why they would use those things.

 (MA) - List ingredients for the ‘superhero power potion’ and say why use those things. 

(LA) - List ingredients for the ‘superhero power potion’ using a word bank of suggestions. 


	(LA) – as a group discuss the things they will put into their potion. Encourage the children to identify the initial sound of each word. Scribe onto the whiteboard and then copy into their books. over/underwrite words where necessary

	Read ‘Max’ through to the end. All it took was someone in trouble to help him fly.

Where do you think Max and his parents fly off to on Sundays? If you were Max where would you fly off to? Discuss with a partner and share ideas. Read a postcard from Max. Model how to write a postcard using some of the children’s ideas. 

Activities 

 (HA) - Write a postcard from where ever Max flew to on Sunday! Children to use a word bank and writing frame.

(MA) - Write a postcard from where ever Max flew to on Sunday! Children to use a writing frame and a word bank of suggestions 

 (LA) - Write a short group postcard from where ever Max flew to on Sunday! Children to copy into their books.  


	(LA) – children to write a group postcard from Max. Discuss ideas about where he went and scribe onto the whiteboard. Children to be encouraged to sound out words and identify the sounds they can hear. Children to copy the postcard into their books.

Read Max again – what sort of superhero is he going to be? Will he battle thieves and bullies like his parents? Why do you think he won’t? Look for clues in the story. Using a picture of max. Discuss words we could use to describe what we think he will be like e.g. brave, strong. 

Activities 

 (HA) – using a picture of max children to write 6 words around him to describe his character. Extension to write 2 sentences about him e.g. max is going to be brave and strong when he is older. 

(MA) - using a picture of max children to write 6 words to describe his character using a word bank. 

(LA) – using word bank children to choose 5 words to describe maxis character and write them around the picture of Max. 


	 (LA) – as a whole group we will discuss maxs character. Adult to scribe the words encouraging children to identify the sounds they can here. Children to copy the words independently. over/under write where necessary
