In DT we mastered using hinges to join materials. We used all of our joining techniques to
complete a cardboard box house build with windows and doors. We created the village of
Veryan which linked to our work in Geography (See Class Dojo).

Free school meals eligibility criteria if you receive benefits

A child is eligible for free school meals if their parent/carer (or the child
themselves) receives any of the following benefits:

Universal Credit (provided you have an annual net earned income of no
more than £7,400, as assessed by earnings from up to three of your most
recent assessment periods).

Income Support (IS)

Job Seekers' Allowance (Income-Based) and equal based Job Seekers Allow-
ance

based Employment and Support Allowance

Child Tax Credit (CTC) with an annual income of less than £16,190
